The Project work should be completed by the end of the VI semester and the report
should be submitted by each student to the Department before the examination of VI
Semester.

The project report should be printed either in English or Malayalam.

Length of the project report 25 to 35 pages

The evaluation of the project will be done at two stages:

a. Internal evaluation: (supervising teachers will assess the project and award grades)
b. External evaluation: (The team will comprise of an external examiner appointed by
the University and the HOD of the institution concerned or his nominee) The team
will award Team Grade.
c. A Vivavoce related to the project work will also be conducted by the external
evaluation team. All candidates should undergo the Viva voce test individually
Grades will be awarded to candidates combining the internal grade, team grade
